Directions: 
From Highway 280: Take the Farm Hill Blvd. exit, and turn left at the stoplight into the campus.  
From Highway 101 (traveling North or South): Take the Woodside exit (northbound travelers turn 
left:southbound travelers turn right). Drive west about three miles to Hwy. 280 and head north toward 
SanFrancisco on Highway 280. Take the Farm Hill Blvd. exit right and turn left, and left at the stoplight into the 
campus. From El Camino Real (traveling North or South): Turn onto Jefferson Ave. (northbound travelers turn 
left; southbound travelers turn right). Jefferson becomes Farm Hill Blvd., the campus will be on the right towards 
the top of the hill, look for the sign.
